ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING. Our Oct. 18 AGM discussed several 
issues of interest to the community. 
 
Queensway Development Studies. Two studies are under way; the first 
being the Queensway from the Hwy #416 interchange west to Hwy #7 and the 
second from the Hwy #416 interchange east to Anderson Road. The scope of 
both studies includes the potential of increasing the number of lanes, building 
new bridges, creating new bus lanes, and developing light rail transit systems 
to relieve current and forecasted traffic congestion. Public meetings are 
planned for the western study in December 2001 and June 2002 with 
construction unlikely until sometime in 2003 or 2004. The eastern study has 
just begun, with traffic counts under way and public meetings scheduled for 
August/September 2002. Your association will continue to attend the public 
meetings to monitor the situation closely. 
  
Queensway-Carleton Hospital expansion. The next phase of the QCH 
expansion will begin in April and last about 18 months. Two new floors will 
be added above the emergency wing to create a new intensive care unit, as 
well as 30 medical beds and 30 Rehab and Geriatric Assessment Unit beds. 
Phase 3 will begin in September 2003 and include two new operating rooms 
and a few more psychiatry beds. Chris Snider will continue to work with 
planning staff of the QCH to provide input on behalf of the community.
