Redevelopment at Nanaimo Park

The City of Ottawa discovered, through soil samples, that the park soil is substantially
made up of backfill material. Early residents of this community can attest that this
neighbourhood was a wet area prior to development. This discovery means a delay in
issuing contract documents, which were scheduled to be released at the end of April. Bids
for development contracts are expected to be received by mid May. The City of Ottawa still
expects us to move in to our new Community Center by the end of November, 2011.

NCC Greenbelt Public Consultation for Concept Plans

The NCC is pursuing an update to the 1996 greenbelt vision. The latest proposed concept
plans have three options. Options 1 and 3 indicate that the Valleystream park area be
designated as a buildable site. Option 2 is for the area to be designated as greenbelt land.
To date, public consultation involved public forums with and surveys with prescribed
answers to guide the respondents in a certain direction. Corralling in a diverse set of
inputs requires a masterful piece of bureaucratic manipulation. The QGPCA continues to
pursue the protection of the Valleystream area as part of the NCC greenbelt. You can help
bring this issue to the spotlight by letting the candidates in the federal election know how
you feel.
